MUST READ! What YOU need to know about night vision. 

If you are or know a person affected by what we sometimes refer to as night blindness, you 
owe it to yourself to read the articles linked below. The first explains night blindness, and 
the second explains how men and women see differently based on actual physical 
differences. The last article relates to how alcohol affects vision, with references to the 
impact on night vision. 
Did you know that women can actually see better at night? Men see better in bright light.
